The Three Major Charities we Support 
 

One can only be humbled to read the regular 
reports from Christian World Service CWS that 
we support on their Christmas Appeal each 
year. We don’t even think about safe clean 
water; but CWS is providing rough concrete 
water tanks to collect rainwater off roofs in 
UGANDA (read the story in CWS’s latest 
broadsheet). 
 

The Anglican Trust for Women and Children 
ATWC provides a wrap-around service mainly 
in South Auckland for a wild range of families 
(including a deserted stay-at-home solo dad 
struggling to even begin to care for his 
daughter.)  
 

That practical care along with financial and 
practical support of Anglican Missions, 
especially in the Pacific, is amongst the largest 
(and often unheard) practical social service 
supported by the Auckland Anglican Diocese. 
Add in the work of the Selwyn Foundation and 
the Auckland City Mission which even affects 
us. 
 

Selwyn Foundation part funds the weekly 
Selwyn Group meeting each Wednesday in the 
Parish Hall and our City Mission provides regular bulk food for 
the local Interchurch FOODBANK.
